What is Bullying? 
Bullying is when someone 

repeatedly and on purpose says 

or does mean or hurtful things to 

another person who has a hard 

time defending himself or herself. 

Bullying can take many forms, such 

as physical hitting, verbal 

harassment, spreading of false 

rumors, intentional social exclusion, 

and sending nasty messages on cell 

phones or over the internet.

New Legislation Signed Into Law 

September 8, 2010: the Governor signed into law the ñDignity 

for All Students Actò it becomes effective July 1, 2012  

The new law requires districts to: 

ÅRevise codes of conduct 

ÅAdopt guidelines for employee sensitivity programs 

ÅAt least one staff member in each building be taught special 

instructional and counseling methods.
