This trip has been traditionally utilized to provide the eight grade
students with the opportunity to visit our nation’s capital and
experience all of the educational and cultural sights that Washington

D.C. has to offer.

Cost to district including substitute teachers:

Students who will be attending will pay the entire cost of the trip.
Through fundraising they may be able to lower the cost of the trip. The
use of substitutes will be minimal because the remaining 8t graders will
be combined to utilize the teachers who have not attended the trip.



Cost to students:
The students will be paying a total of $400.00. this includes lodging

(Marriott Hotel), transportation (luxury charter bus), All meals except
dinner on the way home (dinner at rest stop). Meals include breakfast
at hotel, Dick’s Last Resort, Carmine’s Italian, and Hard Rock Café.

Financial considerations:
The basic cost of the trip covers all three days of meals (except dinner

on return trip). If students wish to purchase additional items beyond
what is covered, that student must pay for the cost of these items out of
pocket. Students will need additional money if they wish to purchase

gifts of souvenirs during the trip.

Method for choosing and excluding children from the trip:

This trip is open to all 8t graders who are in good standing both
academically and behaviorally. Students will sign an agreement to
follow all rules and regulations mandated by the school code of conduct.
If a student fails to comply with these rules they will be removed from

the trip and NO refund is offered.

Method used for those students unable to afford the trip:

Bellport Middle School P.T.A. and student council will hold fundraisers
to help fund the cost of the trip for those who are unable to pay. We will
also request faculty and staff donations for students unable to attend
